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Regulating Dress Codes in The School Systems

Jamie London's "The Student View Post" states that students should not be required to wear uniforms in school. She argues that uniforms are unpleasant, money is being wasted on them, uniforms are inappropriate in certain times, and the students ' freedom is withdrawn.
