	The Mission statement of the LGBT Life Center is, “a trusted leader that empowers the LGBTQ communities and all people affected by HIV through improving health and wellness, strengthening families and communities, and providing transformative education and advocacy.”
	The LGBT Life Center serves the LGBTQ population.  The population and services provided are extensive.  They provide free HIV and STD/STI testing and education, mental health counseling, support groups to empower families, social and networking activities, food pantry, transportation for medicine, health care navigation, and permanent housing.  The LGBT Life Center has three locations in Norfolk, Virginia.  They also service needs in two locations in Hampton and Newport News.
