George Washington was a Virginia planter who was chosen by the Continental Congress to serve as the commander of 

the Continental Army. Under his leadership the Continental Army with the assistance of the French fleet pinned Lord 

Cornwallis and his British troops at Yorktown, so ending the revolutionary war. Cornwallis surrendered d on October 

19, 1781. Washington presided over the Constitutional Convention. He became the first president of the United States 

in April of 1789.
