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The way that Davin Teo explained his occupation did a great of peaking interest in the digital forensic investigators. His speech showed that you can find what you like to do by going and trying out new things. It seems that the social principle of empiricism plays a big part in the world digital forensics. Davin mentioned that taking pictures of crime scenes to put in evidence is core part of the job. To preserve the integrity of data and make sure it is sound. Doing so will it so it is undisputable in the investigation. Which aligns perfectly with empiricism only studying things real to the five different senses. Another one of the job roles is covertly finding information after an attack. Which can potentially find to the culprit behind the incident or the bad apple. Davin described himself as a K-9 police dog looking for clues. Sealth is also very importance for Davin’s work, since if it was leaked out to the public it could jeopardize the operation and investigation. He shown that it is not fast or easy to find the solutions to the problem unlike how television show like CSI would have you believe. Davin also stressed about the fact that digital forensic investigators are not really IT guys. Before watching this ted talk, I never considered that this career path would of interest to me. But after hearing about Davin’s experience and career journey, it may be something that will want to be in the future.
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
