However, I was proven wrong when my
information got leaked in a yahoo data breach. As well as when someone got access to my PlayStation
account and was able to change my username and password. At the end of the day, it is not about
who you are, but whether an individual’s information is vulnerable or not. Another misconception I had
was that hackers cannot retrieve data or files that has been deleted. I came to find out in one of my
courses that if they are able to gain remote access to the device, hackers can utilize file restorations
programs to recover the data. So, performing deep cleaning with programs such as CCleaner, which
I use personally, is the way to make sure that your PC is clear. I was under the impression that like
some other job fields, that cybersecurity required a college degree to get in the industry. But I
eventually learned that was not the case at all since there is an increasing shortage of cybersecurity
experts across the entire world. Thus, many people, businesses, and employers are looking for people
who have the technical skills, not just the degree. Getting computer language certifications will help
people get into the field with or without going to college. These skills and career opportunities can be
found from places such as Fullstack Academy Cybersecurity Bootcamp or TryHackMe.
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
