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It is hard to judge a crime by its severity – yes, we know that a murder is way more serious than a using a torrent service but who we are to judge? Cybercrimes can vary, but that does not mean we should be committing just because it is hard to get caught.
Slynchuk list of cybercrimes is consisted of 11 crimes, all of which are punishable by the law.  Number one on my list would be collecting information about children.  Nothing makes a crime more serious and devious than involving infants.  Lying about your age also fits in this category. Sharing info regarding kids without their parent approval is not only unethical but should come with jail time.
Faking your identity is next on my list. Creating a fake persona for personal or monetary gain can be even considered a felony if it involves fraud, impersonation or harassment.  Penalties for this type of crimes can range from fines to imprisonment. 
Bullying and trolling could cause significant damage and have long term consequences. Kids that are bullied online in school can get depression, which will lead to low self-esteem and bad grades. Bullying can be discriminatory harassment if it involves sex, religion, race etc.
Sharing passwords and personal information of others without their approval is illegal.  You cannot simply take a picture of someone and post it on the internet or share their info.  For example, when people find out where a celebrity lives and share it online, just because he was hired to work on the property. 
Recording a VoIP call can lead to criminal or civil penalties.  Rules vary by state; some require one-party consent while others do all-party.
We commit a lot of cybercrimes without even realizing it and often we do not get in trouble. While some of them can appear harmless, others can be serious and new policy and regulations should be updated frequently. 
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
