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The articles show the most common reason a hacker would use to explain why he committed a cybercrime. Most of those reasons also apply for any type of crime.
My number one in this rank list would be the political. Not only we are looking at a crime, but this type can have a major impact on thousands of people. Interfering with elections or overturning governments is a huge deal. National catastrophes are also possible. "Indictments like Tillie's show just how scared the government is, and just how many corporations consider embarrassment a greater threat than insecurity," Best wrote.” If the government is scare, everyone else also should be. 
Money comes next, after power. Money has been the main reason people are committing crime since the word exists. No difference here, all criminals are looking at it as a white-collar crime, no one gets hurt so it makes them feel better. 
Revenge is number three. As the examples shows, many people were harmed by either exes or people hacking their profile and exposing private photos and videos to the word. Many celebrities have been burnt this way.  Leaking sensitive data not only harm your reputation but also affects your kids, family and friends. We know that once those things are out there, there is no way you can get rid of them all.
Multiple reasons come in number four. “Zamora's research reveals that the main motivations for cyber-criminals include socioeconomic factors, technical skill and psychological drivers such as revenge and ego.” As the research found, many factors and motives can be behind the cybercrime.
We continue with Recognition. Trying to be recognized by the public with a crime is not a great way to make an impression. As the article reads, Niblock lost his job, had to serve a sentence and community service. Some people just want to be acknowledged.
Entertainment and Boredom are the last two on the list. Is that an actual reason to commit a crime?!  How do you face the judge and tell him you did something terrible because you had nothing else to do and you wanted to find a way to entertain yourself. 
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
