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As many others, while growing up I had many misconceptions about cyber security and the cyber world.  Some of them will remain myths while some might be true.
One of them was the speed and time it took hackers to breach the system and gain access. In real world it takes weeks or months to figure it out while in movies it was a matter of minutes or seconds.  Vivid memory is the movie “Swordfish”, when the cyber-hacker Stanley Johnson was able to gain access and pass the test while Halle Berry was trying to seduce him.  It takes a lot more time and focus than what was shown in the movie. 
Another misconception I had was passwords. I do now understand why most web sited require longer and more complicated ones. It way harder to decipher a pass code if it includes numbers and symbols.
