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Reflection #2
	After completing 100 hours of this internship, I have learned some more valuable skills. After completing my Windows 1 project, I had to go take a quiz about the project to see if I knew what I was doing and the tasks I followed throughout the project. Before doing the quiz, I thought it would be fairly easy, since I felt like I knew a lot of the terms and tasks I did, but I was wrong. Most of the quiz’s questions were about things that I did indirectly. For instance, one of the questions that I was asked was to list the different roles in an Active Directory and their jobs. I didn’t even know there were different roles, but apparently, I was doing all the jobs of the roles while using the Active Directory, I just didn’t know I was. 
	After doing the quiz the first time, I got 12 out of the 24 questions correct, which means that I needed to study more. Luckily, the consultant that was quizzing me gave me all the questions I got wrong so that I could look up and study those questions more. I can only move on to the next project once I pass the quiz. After studying more, I went back and got quizzed again, and I only ended up missing one question out of the 24. To the consultants, they want you to get every question right so that you have mastered that project, so instead of me having to retake the entire quiz once more, the consultant that quizzed me allowed me to just send him the answer to the question I got wrong when I got home, so that I can finally move on to the next project.
	After passing the quiz to Windows 1, I got to move on to the next project, called Networking 1. This project was the easiest out of all the projects I’ve done so far. They give you a week to complete the project, but I ended up doing it in just 2 hours. All I had to do was use a program called Cisco Packet Tracer, which is a simulation tool that allows you to create network topologies and imitate modern computer networks. My task in this project was to create a small network of 5 computers that can talk to each other locally, which means to assign them each a static IP address and connect all 5 computers to a switch. After configuration, all I had to do was create a password and encrypt it for each computer to finish the project. 
	Once I was done with the project, I went and got quizzed. The consultants gave me some research topics to study for the quiz, which I looked over for a while. When I got quizzed, I only missed a couple of the questions, which I was surprised about. Most of the questions they were asking me were not what I was researching, but I was winging it and luckily got most of them right.
	After passing the Networking 1 quiz, I am now on the hardest project I’ve done yet, which is Linux 1. This project has been giving me a very hard time and has at some points made me feel unmotivated to finish the project, since I just couldn’t figure out what I was doing wrong. Most of the project consists of compiling different programs by using a compiler called GCC. The hard part about this project is that there is no Graphic User Interface, just a blank terminal, and I cannot use a package manager, like using the command APT. What makes using a package manager easy is that all you have to do is use the command apt followed by the link to the program you want to download. After it’s done downloading, that’s it, that’s all you have to do. Without using a package manager and just using GCC, you have to use the command WGET followed by the link. After you download it, you have to then extract the file, configure the file to what dependencies it needs, make and then install the file. This is what has been taking me so long to finish the project, since most of the programs that I need to download in the project require different dependencies.
	To sum up these past 100 hours, I am still very happy that I am able to be part of the Systems Group Team and am glad that I can learn so much through this internship. Although I have ran through multiple obstacles during these projects, I know I can push through and finish all the projects I need. I’m excited to see what project I will work on next after Linux 1.
