Fake websites might also feature bad reviews, old site age, grammar errors, pop ups, and a missing padlock next to the site address in the site bar. The missing padlock means the site is not secure for your browser, they will also be missing the ‘s’ in https. Avoiding these sites is the best way to stop yourself from being a victim of cyber crime.
