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Lesson Objective(s):
To lay the foundatnion for understanding rhythm, steady beat, and later different time signatures through a guided step-by-step instruction of note subdivisions. This technique can be applied to many different time signatures but is best used or simple meter







Procedures (including times for each part):

1. Introductory Activities (including time estimates):

Introduce and/or remind them the definitions of the key words for the lesson: quarter note, eigth note, whole note
Explain briethfly that rhythm trees are to help divide up the notes so we can understand how they all fit together
2. Instructional Activities/Procedures (including time estimates):

- show the completed example and indicate the places of each note
-instruct for the class to start by drawing the trunk if their tree, and to optionaly write the time signature inside the trunk; the trunk represents one measure

-from the top of the trunk draw the correct number of branches that correspond with the number of beats per measure, at the tips of these branches write a quarter note
-from each quarter note draw two smaller branches to represent the eight notes and put an eight note at the end of each one

-finally with all the branches drawn out, the studetents can draw a bush-like oval around them to be the leaves of the tree and complete the activity

-during each step make sure to poiint out that there’s a certain number of divisions coming from each one and that it’s the same for each level, these are the subdivisions, much like how in division in math there’s an exact amount a bigger number can be divided by
3. Closing Activities (including time estimates):

-announce what the next lesson will be, framin it so that moving forward is viewed as a reward

-next time we’ll be looking at a measures and breaking them down with our trees

-have them clean their boards and put them away before their next class

Instructional Materials:


-handheld whiteboards and dryerase markrs for whole class (large one for teacher)

-tissues or something else to clean the boards with

-standard sized white paper and colored pencils for whole classs
Student Evaluation:


-throughout lesson, doing a quick walk around to make sure everyone has it correst
-at the end of the lesson have the students turn in their Rhythm trees to be displayed in the classroom if done on paper
Supporting Assignments (Homework):

-n/a, this can be modified to making paper rhythm trees to take home and show gaurdians, can also be modified to be cover multiple classses/lessons- in this case hw should be to

Limited physical monility- speaking the subdivisions aloud with class in place of a drawn tree, (highly individual and must be based on student’s specific disibilty)
